Although there are 88 constellations known to mankind, the Ursa Major is probably the most
famous constellation. Visible throughout the year in most of the Northern Hemispheres, it is
the third largest constellation in the night sky. It is also known as the Great Bear, since its 7
brightest stars make up what looks like the rump and tails of a bear. These 7 bright stars are
known as the Big Dipper (or Plough in the UK). The Great Beer's best known for its "pointer
stars' the 2 outer stars in the bowl of the dippers - a line drawn through them points to Polaris.

In the 88 constellation, the Hydra, commonly known as the water snake, is the largest and
also the longest constellation in the sky in terms of area. It measures 1,303 square degrees and
extends over 3.158% of the sky. Its share resembles a twisting snake, and features as such in
same Greek Myths. Alphard is the brightest star of this constellation and its the only reasonable
bright star, despite its size.
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NUCLEAR ENGINEERING

Nuclear engineering is the branch of engineering concerned with application of breakdown as
well as combination of atomic nuclear or the application of other sub-atomic physics, based on
principle of nuclear physics. In sub-field of nuclear fission, it particularly includes interaction
and maintenance of systems and components like nuclear reactors, nuclear power plants, etc.
The field also includes study of medical and other applications of radiation, nuclear safety or
other related technology and problems of nuclear proliferation.

Nuclear engineers in this field generally work, directly or indirectly, in nuclear power industry
or for national laboratories. Current research in the industry is directed at producing economical,
proliferation-resistant reactor designs with passive safety features. Some government labs
research the same areas as industry, they also study a myriads of other issues such as nuclear
fuels, advanced reactor designs, etc. Nuclear engineering is often used in discovery science.

The world's worst landslide started by an earthquake occurred in 1920 in the kansu province
in China. The landslide killed about 2,00,000 people.

The highest tsunami cause by an earthquake happened in Japan in 1771. A tsunami 278
feet high struck Ishigaki Island.

The 2004 Indian ocean earthquake lasted nearly 10 minutes the longest on record.

The largest earthquake in recent history was of 9.5 magnitude and occurred in Chile in
1960.

Earthquake can release 100 times more energy than the atomic bomb dropped in Hiroshima.
Before an earthquake, ponds and canal may give off a strange smell due to release of gases
underground.

The soft ground shake more than hard ground.

Japan's massive 9.0 earthquake in 2011 not only moved the island closer to the US, it also
shifted the planet's axis by 6.5 inches to the center, causing the planet to spin faster and
shortening the day by 1.6 microseconds. It also created a massive 186 mile long, 93 mile
wide rift 15 miles under the ocean.
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
